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ARTISTS TALK

Three Cambodian visual
artists, Maline, Theanly &
Daneth have shared their
experience of an exhibition
journey at the United State. -
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Artist’s Talk is organized by Cambo-
dia Living Arts and Sa Sa Bassac, and
held at Sammaki Gallery Hall located in
Battambang Province. This program is
hosted in the purposes of sharing the
creative experience of the three visual
artists: Mr. Theanly, Mrs. Maline, and
Miss. Daneth. Of all 50 atists applying
for Cambodia Living Arts to show their
works at Vermont Studio Center, only 3
artists are selected to join this program.
[t also marks the first project that Vermont
Studio Center cooperated with Cambodia
Living Arts.'To be precise, SOVRIN went
for an interview with the three in Bat-
tambang Province and the information is
as follows.

Miss Eng Rithchandaneth aged 23
is a visual artist specialized in Photogra-
phy, Documentary Film and Visual Art
(Structure Installation). That was the first
time in her life to have a chance joining
Exhibition in the United States with other
artists. “It changes me so much while ex-
periencing over there. Culture exchange is

my first experience and follows by language

practicing and learning about raw materi-
als and techniques in working with visual
arts in the States. I catch up learning about
the new thing that do not have in our
country.” said Daneth. During a five-week
stay at Vermont Studio Center & Triangle
Art Studio, she also brought with her some
raw materials from Cambodia and it was
Khmer Silk. Before leaving Cambodia,
she didn’t plan anything for her work art.
When she arrived at Vermont Studio
Center, she looked at raw materials around
and immediately popped up an idea. In
the ‘meantime, Vermont Studio Center
set up an individual studio for each artist
to show their work. At Triangle Art
Studio (New York City), only one studio
is set up for the exhibition. Artists had to
share the space to show their artwork. At
the exhibition at Vermont Studio, Daneth
witnessed the complete difference of the
development between Cambodia and
USA. “At the same time, it reminded me
that skull and bone sculpture made from

clay will show this issue - The hard life of
people with unfair payment or else about

people’s living condition,” Daneth said. -

At the exhibition there is another work
on the wall - a man face wearing a pair of
black sunglasses looks like a boss or a
leader that means to say once he doing
investing or planning he is doing by hook
or by crook. He does not care whether it
is right or wrong; it makes people smile

or cry. At Triangle Art Studio, Daneth

showed a map of Vermont Studio and a
map of Cambodia made of gold flakes. .

For Mrs. Yim Maline, a visual artist
full of creativity and involved herself in
this industry since she was 14 years old
said, “When I arrived Vermont Studio
Center, I got so much inspired to complete
my work. In memory the time I resided
at Vermont Studio, I completely had no
idea of what to do or bring any materials
along with me. I allowed time to decide.
I wanted my task to appear miracle. What
happens to me at lase? I started drawing
with charcoal on a long and wide paper
length 14 meters. I just sketched and
sketched until I finished a few rolls of
paper, Yet nothing came up to mind. I
just wanted to do something about a‘tree

until I came up with making the pointed -
trees using those charcoal painted papers. -

At first I just thought I would set it up
and place at Vermont studio. But it didn’
go my way. My concept wants to make
my trees be alive with the outer atmos-
phere at the studio. Then I pinned those
trees around the studio and I left them
under the sun and dew for a night. At 6
a.m. next day, I got up to check my work
and saw some part falling down and
some area was torn by the birds. It made
me feel inspired and connected to those
trees. This explains the problems of us
humans that finally we fall down in one
place,” Mrs. Maline revealed. At Triangle
Art Studio, Mrs. Maline paid a visit to
Art Shop and interested in a Monkey
Mask. After that, she put on a black outfit
and wore the mask. And it made her
crew tie her with a rope. Through what
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she showed, Mrs. Maline wanted to give a
message that, “Once a person is in trouble
and he or she cannot solve it, they always
go to a fortune teller to figure out what is
on their mind. For the orange strings, it
is related to individual belief. For the
white ones will represent the conservative
of nature-How can those animals live
without trees? As a matter of fact, Mrs.

‘Maline made a video lasting 11 minutes

with a meaningful message regarding trees.
Apparently, her show was once played in
Battambang. '
Different from the two artists
above, Mr. Thean Ly stated that “I planned
it a year before. I wanted to learn the tech-
nique. Surprisingly with this trip, it’s not -
only the technique but also new ideas that
I never expected. Meanwhile, I also painted
the reflection drawing and displayed at
Vermont Studio Center.” When he arrived,
he started to draw two paintings. After
displaying his work at Vermont Studio
and Triangle Art Studio, this visual artist,
Thean Ly brought back his experience,
“When | arrived the USA,.I learned so
much both technique and general knowl-
edge. For the technique, America preserves
their historical and present works with
widely new innovations. Then I think
today is such a special day and a golden
opportunity for Sa Sa Bassac initiated
this workshop. This makes our visual
artists have a chance to meet with one
another to exchange experiences. Lastly,
Mr. Thean Ly requests all youths to have
their consciousness rather than depend on
your school entirely. Sometimes school
tries so hard to help us already but you
need your own vision to respect your own
talent. You should not give up in the
middle of nowhere when you do not get
distracted by today’s society. E
